
2017 Mission Appeal, November 11 – 12  
   Every year our parish invites in a missionary to share 
about our brothers and sisters from other, poorer places 
of our earth.  Please welcome Fr. Benjamin Franklin on 
the weekend of Nov 11-12 at StA, StB, and OLS.  He 
will be speaking on behalf of the diocese of 
Kumbakonam, India.  This diocese has an area of 3,020 
sq. mi. and is situated in Tamil Nadu, South India with a 
Catholic population of 2,130,000, which is just 6 % of 
the total population.  It is served by 200 diocesan and 73 
religious priests, 568 nuns and 15 trained lay catechists. 
   Two of their goals include: 1) Establishing 12 more 
new parishes, each with a new church and rectory.  At 
present, there are 93 parishes and 621 missions-stations.  
2) Providing all 126 Catholic schools in remote missions 
with better facilities tools, children’s Bibles, a projector, 
catechetical materials in the form of DVDs, pictures, and 
books and workbooks to improve the quality of religious 
and faith formation of Catholic and non-Catholic 
students.
